3. Read John 8:44, 2 Corinthians 4:4, and 1 Peter 5:8. Based on those passages, describe evil.  
 
  

 
4. Prior to the unleashing of Satan (v7), mankind has experienced 1,000 years of peace under Christ’s 

reign. Still, many will be deceived and follow Satan. What caution can we glean from this? 
 

 
5. In Rev 20:9, who does the pronoun “they” refer to and what does that tell you about the human 

heart? 
 

 
6. Do the two prior questions raise any concerns about your heart and your relationship with God? 

What are those concerns? How can your small group help you address them? 
 

 
7. Is Hell an actual place? Does a person’s answer to that question matter? Why or why not? 

 
 

8. How do the spectacular events of the end times reveal God’s extravagant love for his people? 
 

 
9. What corrections have you heard from this message, and how will you address them moving

PRAYER POINTS (based on Revelation 20:7-10):
